Concerning certain groups of
persons

Never immerse
the appliance, the rechargeable battery or the
mains adapter in water or other liquids.

* Always take hold of the mains adapter when
you wish to disconnect the mains adapter from
the mains socket.

* Ensure that the mains adapter cord is not
bent, pinched, rolled over and that it does not
come into contact with heat sources.

Do not use a mains adapter with a damaged
cord or plug. Only ever connect the mains
adapter to sockets which carry the voltage
indicated on the mains adapter.

* Before cleaning or performing maintenance
on the appliance, ensure that the appliance is
switched off and that the mains adapter is not
connected.

Information on the brush roller

The brush roller in the floor nozzle rotates

at high speed. This poses various hazards to
people, animals and objects:

* Never vacuum clean people, animals or
plants. Keep parts of the body and items of
clothing away from the moving parts and
openings on the appliance when it is in
operation. They may otherwise be drawn in and
cause injuries.

* Before you detach or attach, open or clean

the floor nozzle, switch off the appliance. Do

not run over cords, cables etc. as there is a risk of
them becoming tangled in the brush roller and
may become damaged.

* Keep the rotating brush roller away from all
delicate surfaces. This may otherwise cause
damage. Comply with the care and cleaning
instructions provided by the manufacturer.

* Also keep the rotating brush roller away
from curtains, long tassels and the like. The
objects may otherwise become drawn in and
damaged.

Information on the rechargeable battery

There is a risk of injury if rechargeable batteries
are handled incorrectly.

* Only use the charger included in the scope of
supply to charge the rechargeable battery.

* Never short-circuit the rechargeable battery,
i.e. never touch both poles simultaneously,
especially with electrically conductive objects.

* Never take the rechargeable battery apart,
never deform it and never expose it to high
temperatures.

* Improper handling can cause liquid to leak
from the rechargeable battery. Avoid any
contact with such liquid.

* If you have come into contact with liquid,
rinse it off with copious amounts of water and
consult a doctor.

Unpacking and assembling

@ Check that the unpackaged contents are

complete. If you notice any transport damage or if anything
is missing, contact your dealer immediately.

QConnect the upright vacuum cleaner handle to the
appliance body and tighten (Fig. 521 ).

NOTE:

To dismantle handle again, loosen and remove
the screw and pull upright vacuum cleaner handle from
appliance body.

© Align hand-held vacuum cleaner in such a way that

the dust bin release (Fig Jill / G9)points towards the
appliance body. Connect the hand-held vacuum cleaner

to the appliance body until you hear and feel it click into
place (Fig..3 ).ﬂAttach the 2-in-1 combi nozzle onto the
accessory bracket on the appliance body (Fig.[4H).

NOTE:

To set the assembled appliance down, set it down on the floor
nozzle and tilt the appliance body forwards so that the stop
catch on the floor nozzle clicks into place. Now the appliance is
in parked position.

Charging the rechargeable battery

A WARNING!

Risk of fire or explosion! Only use the mains adapter
included in the scope of supply to charge the
rechargeable battery.

@ Connect the mains adapter cable to the charging socket

on the appliance (Fig.J5) @) Connect the mains adapter

to a socket (Fig. 6 ). — The charging indicator light (Fig.
/() lights up constantly in red to indicate the

charging process.OAfter amaximum of 5 hours,

the charging indicator light switches to green. — The

rechargeable battery is then charged. @@ Disconnect the
mains adapter from the socket (to save electricity) and
disconnect the mains adapter cable from the appliance.

Using appliance as upright vacuum
cleaner

A CAUTION!

Make sure that the surface can withstand the rotating
brush without becoming damaged.

NOTE:

When the appliance is in parked position, the brush roller does
not rotate.

@ Unfasten the stop catch on the floor nozzle by placing
your foot on the floor nozzle and tilting the appliance
backwards with the handle (Fig. '8 ).@To switch on the
appliance, press the ON/OFF button (Fig.[7 /@). — The
appliance vacuums at full suction power and the brush on
the floor nozzle rotates. To switch between full and low
suction power, press the MAX/MIN button (Fig. 7 /@).
© Vacuum-clean the floor.

NOTE:

If the brush roller (Fig.{1 /@, Fig. 18 ) becomes blocked as a
result of soiling, the appliance switches off and the charging
indicator light flashes red. To be able to use the appliance
again, press the ON/ OFF button (Fig.[1 /@) to switch off the
appliance and clean the brush roller > “Removing and
cleaning the brush roller” on page 18|

@ o switch off the appliance, press the ON/OFF button
(Fig. 2/ 1). — The appliance switches off.

Using appliance as hand-held vacuum
cleaner

1 Press the hand-held vacuum cleaner release (fig. /9 /@
) and remove the hand-held vacuum cleaner from the
appliance body (Fig. 9 /@).

P Use with furniture brush: Attach the 2-in-1 combi nozzle
to the hand-held vacuum cleaner and slide the furniture
brush all the way down until it clicks into place (Fig.[10)).

P> Use with crevice nozzle: Attach the 2-in-1 combi

nozzle to the hand-held vacuum cleaner and slide the
furniture brush all the way down until it until it stops on its
own (Fig. 11 ).



@ o switch on the hand-held vacuum cleaner, press
the ON/OFF button on the hand-held vacuum cleaner
(Fig. 2/ 1) forward. €] Vacuum-clean the desired area.
@ o switch off the hand-held vacuum cleaner, press the
ON/OFF button on the hand-held vacuum cleaner
(Fig.Ji2)/ 1) forward again.

NOTE:

Switch off the hand-held vacuum cleaner before reinserting it
into the appliance body. Align hand-held vacuum cleaner in
such a way that the dust bin release (Fig../) points
towards the appliance body. Connect the hand-held vacuum
cleaner to the appliance body until you hear and feel it click
into place (Fig..).

Maintaining the appliance

Emptying the dust bin

0Press the hand-held vacuum cleaner release (Fig../
(D) and remove the hand-held vacuum cleaner from the
appliance body (Fig./@).@ Press the dust bin
release (Fig../@) and remove the dust bin (Fig..
/Q) from the hand-held vacuum cleaner. @) Place dust
bin closely above a waste bin and pull out the separator
including the dual pre-motor filter from the dust bin (Fig.
[i4). @ Dispose of the contents of the dust bin in a waste
bin. Gently tap out the dust bin to remove any soiling.

Cleaning the separator and filter

NOTE:

The appliance and the dual pre-motor filter should be cleaned
regularly in order to maintain the suction power.

0Rem0ve the dust bin from the appliance and the
separator from the dust bin > “Emptying the dust bin”

on page 18.@ Remove the filter holder (Fig. fil5] /@)
with the dual pre-motor filter consisting of foam filter (Fig.
. /@) and fleece filter (Fig. ./@) from the

separator (Fig. 15| /@).eTap out the separator over a
waste bin. Use a dry cloth to remove any remaining dust

and dirt.@Rinse out the dual pre-motor filter under
running water (max. 40°C). Allow the dual pre-motor

filter to dry for at least 24 hours. @) Reinsert the filter
holder with the dual pre-motor filter into the separator. @
Reinsert the separator with the dual pre-motor filter into
the dust bin. @) Reinsert the dust bin into the hand-held
vacuum cleaner and push it into the appliance until you
hear and feel it click into place.

Cleaning charging contacts

@ Remove the dust bin from the appliance. @) Clean the
charging contact on the appliance body and on the hand-
held vacuum cleaner (Fig. .) with a soft, dry, lint-free
doth.

Removing and cleaning the brush roller

@ switch off the appliance and set it down so that the
brush roller is easily accessible and the appliance rests
safely in place. @) Turn the roll catch anti-clockwise using
a small coin (Fig..) and remove the locking cover.e
Raise the brush roller at the side of the roll catch and
remove it from the floor nozzle (Fig. [il ).QRemove any
dirt and hairs from the floor nozzle and from the brush
roller. If necessary, you can carefully use a pair of scissors as
an aid.@) Insert the brush roller into the floor nozzle with
the round end first (Fig. [i8]). @@ Fit the locking cover and
turn the roll catch clockwise.
